Maths





Our main focus for numeracy this term will be:





Angle, symmetry and transformation





We will start the term exploring types of angles such as right angles, acute angles and obtuse angles.





We will also be learning how to accurately measure and draw angles using appropriate equipment. We will look at what angles we can find in the environment and how to measure these angles appropriately, along with finding missing angles in 2D shapes.





Time


On Tuesday’s, we will explore the topic of Time with Miss Hampton.  We will be:


Exploring the 12 and 24 hour clocks


Calculating durations of events/activities


Working out start/finish times when given the opposite time and the duration of the event.


Dates on the calendar and calculating durations in days/weeks/months.

Measurement





We will be learning about measurement when we are creating our Willy Wonka creations! The main focus will be capacity and weight.  
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Health and Well-being





Bullying





We will start this term exploring and understanding the definition of bullying. We will look into how to deal with bullying and how to help someone who is being bullied. 





Healthy Eating 





After we have looked at bullying, we will be moving onto learning about healthy foods. We will focus on the ratio of foods we should have on a daily basis, the amounts of sugar in foods and drinks, along with reflecting on our own eating habits.
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Literacy





We will be learning how about grammar and how to use it correctly. We will start the term exploring punctuation and transferring what we are learning into our writing and other literacy activities.





Due to Roald Dahl’s 100th birthday being on Tuesday 13th September, we will be reading ‘The BFG’ as a class. We will be focusing on the conflict between the characters in the book, linking to our Topic. This will also be used as a stimulus for writing and developing/extending our understanding of texts.





In writing, we are focusing on functional writing, looking at the features of it and the styles we can use.  We will be writing newspaper articles and reports to name a few. We will link our writing to the class topic, Conflicts around the World.






































Technologies





Technologies are connected strongly with all the other areas of the curriculum.   We will be continuing to use Book Creator to record our learning. We will also be using Apps such as: iMovie and PowerPoint. We are very close to having an iPad each!




















Religious Moral Education
